Spring Recruitment 2007 

 Welcome to Panhellenic Spring Sorority Recruitment!  We 
are so excited you have chosen to see what Sororities at UL are 
all about.  Here are a few tips and guidelines to help you 
through Recruitment. 

• You will have the opportunity to visit the chapter members from 
5:30-8:30pm at their lodges on Thursday, February 1st and/or 
Friday, February 2nd. 

• A Sorority Passport will be given to you to keep track of the 
Sorority Lodges you have visited.  You must visit each sorority for 
at least 15 minutes and no more than 30 minutes in order to be 
eligible for an invitation for the next round.  You may only return 
to a lodge once you have visited with all 5 chapters.   

• After you visit all of the sororities, you will be given the 
opportunity to make a priority listing.  This list will then be 
compared to each chapter’s invitation list to develop a schedule for 
you on Saturday. 

• On Saturday, February 3rd, please arrive at Sorority Row no later 
than 12 noon to be given your schedule for the afternoon. 

• A bid is a formal invitation to pledge a sorority.  Once you have 
received a bid from a Sorority, you are ineligible to accept a bid 
from another Sorority at UL for one year.   

•  You should be aware of the financial obligations involved in being 
in a sorority.  Average costs of your first semester in a Sorority will 
be approximately $500.00 and approximately $65.00 a month 
thereafter.   

• A mandatory meeting to discuss the University’s Anti-Hazing 
Policy will be held at 8:00pm in Bourgeois Hall on Saturday 
February 3rd.  Bids will be distributed following that meeting.
